6 5 In Pakistan, the Sadaqats lived in fear. Their Christian faith and work as
Survivors human rights activists made them targets for constant persecution. Especially
CHHTGTS vulnerable as a community leader, Mr. Sadaqat received asylum from the US in

2017. He quickly turned to HIAS PA for help bringing his entire family to Philadelphia.
When the family’s application was approved that same year, HIAS PA’s work shifted
9 1 from legal services to the intensive support the family would need to navigate a
Newly arrived completely new culture. “We didn’t know how anything worked,” remembers
refugees Qamrosh, the only boy among the Sadaqat children. “But HIAS PA was with us
at every moment. We can’t even explain all the ways they supported us.” HIAS
PA found a job for Mr. Sadaqgat and helped the family enroll in programs that
2 3 9 assisted with the cost of heat and other necessities.

Individuals newly

et Sponsored by HIAS PA, three of the four siblings took part in a youth leadership

program, where they gained confidence and a powerful sense of community
with other young immigrants. A HIAS PA summer program prepared the two
school-age girls, Kawish and Mehwish, for their senior year at Northeast
High School, where they are now taking honors courses, playing sports,

and looking forward to college. HIAS PA connected Qamrosh to a post-
secondary program in information technology that he hopes will be a step
toward a good career.

The Sadagats pray for their Christian friends and family left behind in Pakistan,
still subject to discrimination, but they do not feel alone in this country. HIAS
PA, they say, “has become our family.”

She couldn’t apply for financial aid, so her mother
secured loans and saved the money for Blanca’s
tuition out of her pay for cleaning houses.

Blanca Anoushian was a teenager when she learned that she was
undocumented. She had entered the country as a toddler in her mother’s arms.
“I owe my mother everything,” says Blanca, “It must have been so hard for her to
tell me I wouldn’t be getting a driver’s license or a job like the other girls, but that
is the day everything changed.” In fact, Blanca’s life went on hold for a very long
time. After high school, she attended a one-year program to train as a medical
assistant. She couldn’t apply for financial aid, so her mother secured loans and
saved the money for Blanca’s tuition out of her pay for cleaning houses. To help
her mother rebuild her finances, Blanca worked under the table, often at two
jobs. Then, life changed again for Blanca, when she met and married a US
Marine stationed near her home. He successfully petitioned for her to receive
legal status.

With her green card in hand, Blanca was finally ready to move forward again. She
completed an associate’s degree in health systems management at Montgomery
County Community College and secured a good job at a medical equipment
company. She badly wanted to become a citizen, but she was afraid. She had
heard terrible stories of people making mistakes and worsening their situations.
She contacted HIAS PA, where staff member Mary Clark walked her through the
process step by step. At the citizenship ceremony, Blanca says, “All | could think
of was Mary and how | wouldn’t be there without her. When they got to that song
at the end of the ceremony, ‘Proud to Be an American,’ | cried like a baby.”

Aurel Mozes escaped in the forest during a march to a Nazi death camp.
Barely alive from years in forced labor camps, he nonetheless made his way to a
Raoul Wallenberg safe house in Budapest. Eventually he gained entry to Sweden
through a false engagement to a woman he never met.

In 1949, HIAS helped Aurel resettle in New York City, where, over time, he thrived.
He met his wife Rose, herself a Holocaust survivor, and proudly became an
American citizen. “He framed his naturalization certificate and hung it in their
bedroom,” remembers Sandford (Sandy) Mozes, the oldest of their three sons.
HIAS PA honored Sandy in 2017 with its Golden Door Award for his lifetime of
service and support.

Sandy has paid forward HIAS’s service to his father as a 32-year member

of the HIAS PA Board, including a stint as its president in the early 1990s, and

a generous donor. Now Sandy’s three sons are enriching such diverse aspects
of American society: Eric as an artist, Daniel as a lawyer, and Jon as a sports-
caster. And two-year-old Henry — great-grandson of Aurel, grandson of Sanford,
and son of Daniel — has made his first contribution to everyone around him:
unfettered joy.

perspective. As a Syrian lawyer for the UN Refugee Agency, he knew war’s
reality. He saw its brutality when he interviewed refugees and displaced
persons; he understood the impact when people had to flee their homes
with nothing. Then, he became a person who could not go home.

He was studying for a Master of Laws at Temple University when the
fighting in Syria made return impossible. Zaid knew how fortunate he was
to possess a US student visa. His good fortune held as he secured a job
on the HIAS PA resettlement team, helping refugees in their first 90 days in
America. “l loved that job,” said Zaid. “You are with a family literally from
the moment they arrive, helping them adjust to life. Then you see them
again in a year, and they are working, paying taxes. Although they are
not necessarily achieving the American dream, they are definitely
rebuilding their lives and healing from trauma.”

Now Zaid, having passed the New York Bar, works on the legal team serving
survivors of torture for the Philadelphia Partnership for Resilience, a joint program
of HIAS PA and Nationalities Service Center. He worries constantly about his
parents and sister, who are still in Syria, but in other ways life is looking up. He has
married a woman he met in the US, and he finds his job deeply satisfying. About the
US, he says, “You are able to express your opinion here and criticize the system.
Americans should not take this right for granted. People die for it overseas.”

e know that the number of refugees

allowed into the country is likely to

remain historically low until at least 2020.

Immigrants at every stage between arrival
and citizenship will continue to face uphill battles; thus,
the need for HIAS PA’s services will continue to grow. The
phone will ring more often, and more cases will require
a complex response. These assumptions frame our plan
for navigating a landscape where the road sometimes
disappears under our feet.

Our plan is “transformation” — transforming our services
from siloed to holistic — in recognition of our clients’ multi-
faceted needs. HIAS PA has already begun providing more
social services to our legal clients so they can start life in
America with the best set of tools we can give them. We
seek to continue to support their integration until they

are naturalized.

The portion of our budget covered by federal refugee
resettlement dollars has decreased significantly — moving
from 30% of our agency budget in 2016-2017, to 27% of
our agency budget in 2017-2018 to 8% of our budget in

the current year, 2018-2019. This decline has accelerated
as the number of refugees whom the government pays us
to resettle goes down while the need for trauma-informed
social services continues to increase. In this climate, we
depend more than ever on the support of foundations,
families, and individuals who respond with generous hearts.
